REFLECTION

February 19, 2012
TRULY FORGIVEN

In the gospel foday, four men haul their paralyzed friend up
on the roof of a house and lower him through the roof so
Jesus can heal him. Instead Jesus proclaims to the
paralyzed man, “Child, your sins are forgiven.” It prompfts
some questions. The scribes in the gospel question Jesus
authority to forgive. In turn, Jesus questions their doubt in
his power to forgive. Allow me to follow their lead and ask
you a question about forgiveness. Can you remember a
time in your life when you felt truly forgiven? | remember
many of those fimes in my life. | hope you have had many.
Times when you were totally free in mind and spirit, when
you knew you were holy — fruly a beloved child of God.

One of those fimes for me was the first time | received the
sacrament of Anointing of the Sick in 1981. | can sfill hear
the Father Janski's words, “...and if he has committed any
sins, his sins are forgiven him.” The impact of those words
was instantaneous. | felt so free! What struck me most was
that | had done nothing to warrant it. | hadn't even
thought about being sorry. | hadn't confessed anything.
And yet, those words ..."”his sins are forgiven him” — my sins
are forgiven me. The power of God’s love and grace in
that sacrament was awesome! As | reflect on the gospel
today, | want to believe that | felt the same way that the
paralyzed man must have felt. If we are honest, we'd like
fo feel truly forgiven often — not just once in a while. The
good news is that we can —in every single Mass. Listen to
the prayers of the Mass and you will hear words of
reconciliation, forgiveness, mercy, and love throughout the
whole Mass. Hear the words of consecration - “This is my
Body given up for you - This is the cup of my Blood, which
will be shed for you and for all so that sins may be
forgiven.” The Mass is the original sacrament of
reconciliation. Because the Mass is the very act of Jesus by
which we are forgiven.

There is no greater evidence of God's forgiveness and love
for us than the Eucharist we celebrate today. After all,
what greater reconciliation can there be than God being
united to us in the Eucharist. This Mass, this Eucharist,
reconciles us fto God and sefs us free. Nothing says the
words of Jesus in this gospel more clearly, “My child, your
sins are forgiven you.” Listen closely, believe it with all your
heart and live in the true freedom of a holy and beloved
child of God.
